Growing Tulips and Reading Skills

The tulips are growing and soon we will see their vibrant colors! K-3" grade students are
proud that the bulbs that they planted last fall are starting to bloom; the students are so excited
to give daily reports on their progress. Tulip Town generously donated tulip bulbs to beautify
our school. Aliyah Zullo (former Tulip Ambassador and Fidalgo alumna) helped students to
plant the bulbs. During library time, students used their research skills to learn how to place
the bulbs, how they grow, and a bit of history on the tulip bulb. For example, did you know that
an Englishman was imprisoned until he could pay back the huge debt he incurred when he
walked into a Dutch house and ate a bulb that he saw on the counter? Tulips bulbs were
considered an item of prestige at that time, and often they were unplanted and displayed in the
house to show wealth. As a culminating activity, students used sketch and watercolor
techniques to create tulip banners which were shown at the Art Show at the Depot and
presented to Tulip Town as a thank you.
